Good oral hygiene
Brush your teeth with fluoride toothpaste twice a day for at least 2 minutes. Ensure you clean between 
your teeth as well using floss or interdental brushes. 

Dental visits
Regular check-ups allow dentists to detect and treat problems early. Don’t let dental anxiety hold you 
back; prioritizing your oral health will benefit your mental well-being in the long run. Talk to your dentist 
to help break the cycle of anxiety.  

Wear a mouthguard
Using a mouthguard reduces the risk of injuries during contact sports and while travelling on bicycles. 

Stop all tobacco use
Tobacco can lead to oral cancer, and the combination of smoking and drinking alcohol further heightens 
this risk. 

Avoid sugary snacks
Frequent consumption of sugar throughout the day increases the risk of tooth decay. 

Limit alcohol use
Drinking harmful amounts of alcohol is strongly linked to an increased risk of several cancers. 

Healthy diet
Sugar is a leading cause of tooth decay. Eat well-balanced meals and replace sugary drinks with water. 
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Major inequalities in oral health exist, both within and 
between countries, and although oral diseases are 
largely preventable the global burden remains 
unacceptably high. 

The poor and disadvantaged in society suffer a 
disproportionately high level of disease, effective 
population-wide disease prevention remains to be 
implemented, and affordable, appropriate care is not 
accessible to all. 

WOHD is an opportunity to persuade our 
governments to do more. Countries at all income 
levels can take steps towards achieving Universal 
Health Coverage (UHC) by developing their own basic 
packages that integrate oral healthcare.

Most oral diseases are preventable; therefore, 
pain and infections can be avoided by brushing 
twice a day with fluoride toothpaste and 
cleaning between the teeth. Additionally, it is 
essential to clean removable dentures daily.

If a tooth becomes loose, or if a denture no 
longer fits properly, go to the dentist as soon  
as possible. The jaw contributes to balance.

Chew sugar-free gum, suck sugar-free hard 
candies, drink water with meals, drink small 
amounts of water regularly throughout the day, 
use alcohol-free mouth rinse, and use a lip balm 
to soothe cracked or dry lips.

 → Adopt good oral hygiene habits: most oral diseases are 
preventable; therefore, pain and infections can be avoided by 
brushing twice a day with fluoride toothpaste and cleaning 
between the teeth. Additionally, it is essential to clean removable 
dentures daily.

 → Reduce the risk of falls: if a tooth becomes loose, or if a denture no 
longer fits properly, go to the dentist as soon as possible. The jaw 
contributes to balance.

 → Enjoy healthy and diverse foods: prepare well-balanced meals and 
avoid eating snacks, particularly those rich in sugar, between meals. 
Limit sweet treats to the end of the meal.

 → Avoid dry mouth: chew sugar-free gum, suck sugar-free hard 
candies, drink water with meals, drink small amounts of water 
regularly throughout the day, use alcohol-free mouth rinse, and use 
a lip balm to soothe cracked or dry lips.

 → Promote general health by discussing major shared risk  
factors with patients, i.e., sugar, tobacco, diet and alcohol.

 → Foster daily oral hygiene routines with regular information.

 → Use minimally invasive treatments, which can have  
a particularly beneficial effect on quality of life.

 → Remove financial barriers: oral care may be  
unaffordable for a significant proportion of older adults.

 → Poor oral health affects well-being and can cause or maintain inflammations and 
infections in the body, which can have a negative effect on athletic performance.

 → Defective dental occlusion (how top and bottom teeth align)  
can affect posture and gait, which can increase the risk of injury.

 → A dental emergency can cause poor performance or even prevent participation.

 → Sports beverages contain high levels of sugars and acids, which can  
cause tooth decay (dental caries), gum disease (periodontitis) and erosion.

 → Dehydration and stress can also take a toll on the mouth and body. 

 → In aquatic sports, the low pH value in swimming  
pool water may cause tooth erosion. 

 → Physical impacts can also cause oral injuries without proper protection.

 → Visit the dentist regularly. The dentist may 
apply fluoride varnish to protect the teeth.

 → Eat a healthy diet, limit sugary snacks, and stay 
hydrated at all times. Counteract the acidity of 
energy drinks and food by rinsing the mouth 
with water afterwards. 

 → Wear a mouthguard when engaging in contact 
sports. Favour a custom-made one.

 → Make good lifestyle choices by avoiding all 
forms of tobacco and limiting alcohol use.

Train personnel, from refugee camps where relevant, 
to implement person-to-person communication 
techniques, such as motivational interviewing.

 → Gum disease begins as gingivitis 
(inflammation of the gums) and in most 
cases is reversible at this mild stage. 

 → If left untreated it can progress into the 
more severe periodontal disease which 
can destroy the tissues and bone that hold 
the teeth in place. The damage caused is 
irreversible and permanent. 

 → Gum disease can cause problems with 
chewing, speaking, and can lead to tooth 
loss. It has also been linked to other 
health issues such as heart disease, 
stroke, and diabetes.

 → Adopt good oral hygiene habits: brush 
twice a day with fluoride toothpaste.

 → Clean between the teeth: use floss or 
interdental brushes at least once a day to 
remove food particles and plaque.

 → Avoid tobacco: this can reduce your risk 
of gum disease.

 → Know your risk: visit your dentist 
regularly to help prevent oral diseases and 
ensure any dental problems are identified 
and treated early.

 → Implement a national oral health policy 
that is integrated with national universal 
health coverage and noncommunicable 
disease policies. 

 → Integrate oral health programmes in 
broader public health efforts.

 → Ensure access to safe, affordable 
and quality fluoride toothpaste and 
implement community-based methods 
such as the use of topical fluoride 
application and access to systemic 
fluoride, where appropriate. 

 → Implement regulatory policies  
related to tobacco use.

 → Tobacco use is the most common cause 
of preventable disease and death globally. 

 → Tobacco use puts the mouth at 
an increased risk of gum disease 
(periodontitis) and oral cancer.  
It also causes teeth staining, bad breath, 
premature tooth loss, and loss of taste 
and smell.

 → Tobacco use includes cigarette  
smoking, waterpipe tobacco, cigars, 
cigarillos, heated tobacco, roll-your-own 
tobacco, pipe tobacco, bidis, kreteks, 
smokeless tobacco, and betel-quid and 
areca-nut chewing.

 → Provide brief interventions on tobacco use 
encapsulating all forms of tobacco, including 
betel-quid and areca-nut chewing.  

 → Support patients to quit smoking. It can be 
the single most important service dentists 
can provide for their patient’s overall health.

 → Provide related counselling to patients 
structured around the 5As and 5Rs models, 
which have proven to be effective in helping 
tobacco users quit. 

 ▪ 5As: Ask, Advise, Assess, Assist, Arrange.
 ▪ 5Rs: Relevance, Risks, Rewards, 

Roadblocks, Repetition.

 → Support policies and regulations to 
reduce tobacco consumption and  
betel-quid and areca-nut chewing.

 → Enforce bans on tobacco advertising, 
promotion and sponsorship, especially 
to children.

 → Raise taxes on tobacco products.

 → Endorse policies that prevent and/or 
reduce the exposure to tobacco smoke 
for infants and children.

 → Regulate electronic cigarettes and all 
other nicotine-containing products in the 
same way as tobacco products.

Reducing sugar consumption is essential for 
both oral health and overall well-being.both oral health and overall well-being.

 → The type of sugars most adults  
and children eat too much of are  
‘free sugars’.

 → Free sugars are any sugars added to 
foods or drinks. These include sugars 
in confectionery, cakes, biscuits, 
sweetened cereals, sweet desserts, and 
jam/preserves as well as sugary drinks.

 → Sugars in honey, syrups, fruit juices, 
and fruit juice concentrates occur 
naturally but still count as free sugars. 

 → Sugars found naturally in dairy 
products, fruit, and vegetables  
do not count as free sugars.

 → Pay attention to sugar intake. 
Adults should have no more than six 
teaspoons of added sugars per day. 
Children should have half this amount.

 → Check food labelling and be mindful  
of sugar while cooking meals.

 → Avoid ‘empty calories’. For example, 
sugary drinks, such as soda, juice, 
sports and energy drinks, contain  
no nutritional value.

 → Favour water as the main drink.
 → Avoid sugary snacks in-between 
meals.

 → Run public health campaigns, e.g., 
observe a national ‘No Sugar Day’. 

 → Make policy changes that support 
sugar reduction strategies, such as:
 ▪ clear nutrition labelling;
 ▪ taxes and levies on  

sugar-sweetened beverages  
and on foods high in sugars;

 ▪ advertising restrictions;
 ▪ better food environments  

in public institutions;
 ▪ access to clean water.

DISEASES (NCDS) AND UNIVERSAL HEALTH DISEASES (NCDS) AND UNIVERSAL HEALTH 
COVERAGE (UHC)COVERAGE (UHC)
Oral health is a key indicator of general 
health, well-being and quality of life, which is 
why oral health services should be considered 
essential and integrated within health 
systems with adequate financial and human 
resource allocation. 

Governments should ensure the 
implementation of the 2023 World Health 
Organization (WHO) Action Plan to address 
the associations between oral health, NCDs, 
and well-being. 

BUILD A RESILIENT ORAL HEALTH BUILD A RESILIENT ORAL HEALTH 
WORKFORCE FOR SUSTAINABLE WORKFORCE FOR SUSTAINABLE 
DEVELOPMENT DEVELOPMENT 
The planning of human resources for oral 
health has been limited to simplistic target 
dentist-population ratios or constant services-
population ratios and has not taken thorough 
account of the levels of, and changes in, 
population needs. 

Governments should commit to (1) delivering 
people-centred care that is tailored to the 
needs of the people and (2) prioritizing intra- 
and interprofessional collaborations to improve 
oral health and thereby general health.

IMPLEMENT COST-EFFECTIVE, EVIDENCE-BASED,  IMPLEMENT COST-EFFECTIVE, EVIDENCE-BASED,  
AND POPULATION-WIDE ORAL HEALTH AND POPULATION-WIDE ORAL HEALTH 
PREVENTION AND PROMOTION MEASURESPREVENTION AND PROMOTION MEASURES 
Oral diseases and other NCDs share modifiable risk 
factors, and joint prevention is possible through a 
multi-sectoral response. 

WHO’s tried and tested NCD “best buys” and 72 other 
recommended interventions include several evidence-
based measures to reduce tobacco use, alcohol use, 
and unhealthy diets (in particular sugar intake) guiding 

countries on how to reduce their overall NCD burden 
with a cost-effective approach. The NCD “best buys” 
in particular provide countries with a great return on 
investment – each USD $1 invested in these 
interventions would yield a return of USD $7 by 2030.

Governments have a responsibility to increase oral 
health literacy as well as access to: (1) clean water to 
reduce consumption of sugary drinks and (2) fluorides 
where appropriate, promoting good oral hygiene 
habits as a way of also protecting general health and 
overall well-being. 

FACILITATE EQUITABLE ACCESS  FACILITATE EQUITABLE ACCESS  
TO ORAL HEALTH SERVICESTO ORAL HEALTH SERVICES
Although oral diseases are largely preventable, 
the global burden remains unacceptably high. 
The poor and disadvantaged in society suffer  
a disproportionately high level of disease and 
affordable, appropriate care is not accessible  
to all. Quality oral health services must be 
guaranteed for everyone, addressing the 
substantial out-of-pocket expenses associated 
with oral healthcare and targeting marginalized 
groups to reduce oral health inequalities. 

PRIORITIZE SURVEILLANCE, MONITORING PRIORITIZE SURVEILLANCE, MONITORING 
AND EVALUATION OF ORAL DISEASESAND EVALUATION OF ORAL DISEASES
Standardization and integration of oral health 
indicators within national health information 
systems is a crucial step to inform national oral 
health action plans. 

Leverage the WHO Action Plan monitoring 
framework, with its 11 core indicators (for 
global monitoring and reporting) and 29 
complementary indicators (for monitoring 
specific actions at the national level) to develop 
effective monitoring frameworks for oral health.

The Saudi Dental Society organized a series of activities to 
celebrate WOHD, hosting over 40 major events across the 
nation. The primary goals were to enhance public oral 
health literacy and encourage individuals to manage chronic 
oral conditions and diseases. 

These events were mainly held in high-traffic areas like 
malls, where dentists, dental interns, and experts conducted 
oral health check-ups and provided treatment suggestions. 
Oral health awareness exhibits and promotional materials 

were also on display at the event sites, and more than 
25,000 oral health gift hampers were distributed.

In total, these initiatives reached over 30,362 people, 
including residents and students. The general public not 
only gained valuable knowledge about oral health care and 
disease prevention but also became more aware of the 
importance of prioritizing oral health at a societal level. This 
contributed to the promotion of better oral health practices 
across the community.

The Ghana Dental Association (GDA) launched a series of 
impactful initiatives for WOHD, engaging over 5,000 people 
to raise awareness and improve access to oral health 
services.

GDA spearheaded a dynamic social media campaign 
promoting healthy practices such as brushing twice daily, 
flossing regularly, and limiting sugary drinks. By collaborating 
with FDI’s official WOHD ambassadors, Dr. Michael Awua 

and Dr. Louisa Ansong, and involving the community in the 
#BrushandBoogie Challenge, GDA greatly amplified FDI’s 
efforts at the local level. Furthermore, partnerships with 
major media houses helped make Ghana a top country for 
WOHD engagement on X (formerly Twitter).

In addition to the media campaign, GDA focused on advocacy 
efforts to secure government funding for school dental 
programs, aiming to expand access to preventive care for 
children and low-income individuals.

The Student Association of the Faculty of Dental Medicine 
at the University of Porto celebrated WOHD with a series of 
impactful activities. One key initiative was the “Myth and 
Truth” social media campaign, which aimed to educate various 
audiences by addressing common misconceptions about oral 
health using evidence-based insights. Additionally, the 
association conducted community screenings for the entire 
University of Porto community, ensuring access to quality 
oral healthcare for all, regardless of financial circumstances.

To reach a broader audience, the association organized visits 
to schools and local associations, where workshops educated 
young students on the importance of oral health. 
A debate session was also held, allowing students to discuss 
oral health myths and truths, supported by brief scientific 
presentations. These interactive gatherings provided a 
comprehensive exploration of oral health topics, promoting 
informed decision-making and healthy behaviours.

The Maulana Azad Institute of Dental Sciences (MAIDS), 
India, celebrated WOHD 2024 with a range of activities aimed 
at promoting oral health awareness and practices at the 
patient, institutional, and community levels. At the patient 
level, initiatives included role plays to educate children and 
parents about the importance of oral health and tobacco 
cessation, along with oral health exhibitions and educational 
sessions in patient waiting areas. At the institutional level, 
training sessions were conducted for nursing professionals to 
enhance their knowledge of oral health and tobacco cessation.

MAIDS was also deeply involved at the community level, 
conducting 10 screening camps and check-ups, and 
launching extensive social media campaigns. Their online 
presence was further strengthened through media 
activations, including participation in TV and radio shows. 
Through these coordinated efforts, MAIDS significantly 
amplified the campaign message, “A Happy Mouth is A 
Happy Body,” making a substantial impact on oral health 
awareness and care across Delhi.
